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To all Scouts and their families:

As you know one of the outstanding features of Boy Scouts is the strength of the outdoor program. Resident summer camp is one of the cornerstones of our outdoor program. It is the intent of this packet to bring you up to speed on what summer camp entails and help you and your son decide if he wants to participate this year. Needless to say, I strongly encourage him to join the troop for what will be an outstanding experience.

This year Troop 171 will participate in Summer Camp 2004 from July 17th (Sunday) to July 23th (Saturday). Camp will be held at Hidden Valley Scout Reservation in Perry County. Our campsite will be Stockade.  It is located close to the pool, Cub Village, and the Health Lodge. We must provide coverage of two adults at all times day and night. I need adults for the week, or a few to share the time. Please be ready to sign up for as much time as is possible. The food is good, the facilities are clean, and the time spent with the boys is absolutely worth the time invested.

Summer camp is especially important for younger Scouts. The camping experience, advancement opportunities, and fellowship with other Scouts are tremendous. In addition, the Hidden Valley Staff routinely provides an excellent program in the controlled environment of a BSA Scout Reservation.

The typical day for the first year Scout is divided into two sessions (morning and afternoon). One session is the Dan Beard Program; the other is broken into time slots for the purpose of taking merit badges. The Dan Beard program is designed just for first year Scouts; they work on advancement for Tenderfoot, Second Class, and First Class. By the end of the week your son will most likely have satisfied 50% of the total requirements for these three ranks. I also recommend that the boys sign up for merit badges during their open sessions. Your son does not need to pre-register for any of the programs offered at camp. All he needs to do is come to camp with a plan, the actual signing up process is Sunday night following dinner.

Summer camp is meant to be fun; the program outlined above has worked well for many years. Scouts come home with lots of memories and the pride of earning advancement and recognition at the next Court of honor. I strongly discourage first year Scouts from skipping the Dan Beard Program. The fee for camp is $220.00, with a discount of $20.00 (Weblos automatically get the discount) for paying by April 30, 2005. For planning purposes I would like to know if your son would attend camp by the April 18th meeting, with a payment due in on the April 25th  meeting. I have also included a Class 1and 2 Medical Record Form. Please have these filled out by mid June. Anyone going to camp is required to have one on file at the Camp Health Lodge. If you have any problems or questions please see either Committee Chaiman Bohn, Scoutmaster Lindsey or Assistant Scoutmaster Geruntho!

Each week a Family Picnic is planned. Your visit includes dinner and a show at the campfire amphitheatre. The cost is typically about $6.00 for adults and $3.50 under 11 years of age. I will be getting more specific information soon.
